INTRODUCTION

positions for the Medical/Dental Colleges of Indsspecified in the directive of the court and Wwél
governed by the rules and regulations specifiedifersame by the Government of India, Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare from time to time.

SHORT TITLE

These rules will be called as All India Pre-Medfieee-Dental Entrance Examination Rules.

(ix) “Scheduled Tribes” means Scheduled Tribes as specified and laid dgwthe Government of
India.

(x) “Other Backward Classes” means Other Backward Classes as specified andidaich by the
Government of India.

(xi) “Physically Handicapped” means Physically Handicapped person as specifiddagd down by
the Government of India.

(xii) “Council” means Medical Council of India and Dental Countiindlia.
(xiii) “Eligible Candidate” means a candidate who satisfies the requirementligfbility as
prescribed by M.C.l. and D.C..

PATTERN OF AIPMT 2010
The entrance examination consists of :

Scheme since its inception. If they claim eligibiliteyhmust submit an affidavit, in original, in the Profar on Rs
10/- Non-Judicial Stamp Paper duly sworn before and attested Metropolitan Magistrate/First Class Judicial
Magistrate to the effect that:-

a) They are not eligible to compete for MBBS/BD&ats in the States of Andhra Pradesh/J&K and hence not
eligible to seek admission in Medical/Dental Collegesmdhra Pradesh/J&K.

Provided that to be eligible for competitive entrarexamination, candidate must have passed any of
the qualifying examinations as enumerated abovevidked also that to be eligible for competitive
entrance examination the candidate must have pasdéd subjects of Physics, Chemistry, Biology
and English individually and must have obtainediaimmum of 50% marks taken together in Physics,
Chemistry and Biology at the qualifying examinatidn respect of the candidates belonging to
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes or Other BadkWéasses the marks obtained in Physics,
Chemistry and Biology taken together in qualifyirekamination and competitive entrance
examination be 40% marks instead of 50% for Gen€@anhdidates. Further, for persons with
locomotory disability of lower limbs, the minimunfi 45% marks for Gen-PH and 40% marks for SC-
PH/ST-PH/OBC-PH are required.

Provided further that the students of Indian Naliiy educated abroad seeking admission into
medical colleges in India must have passed in thgests of Physics, Chemistry, Biology and English
upto the 12th standard level with 50% marks and tguivalency determined as per regulations of
the Medical Council of India and the concerned @nsity. If a candidate does not fall within the
gualifications prescribed as per Code number 0lkefhe should furnish complete details to
determine eligibility.

(c) Marks obtained in Mathematics are not to besatered for admission to M.B.B.S. Course.

(d) No State eligibility criteria will be applicébto the students who take admission under 15% All
India Quota Scheme.
